Session 1: To Know Him and Make Him Known

Key Scriptures

Matthew 28:16-20; Mark 12:30-31 NOTES:

Opening Remarks:
God has two Greats. The Great Commandment and

the Great Commission.If you don’t get the first Great,

its most likely you will never get the second Great. If

you don't really fall in love with Him with everything
you’ve got, you probably won’t share Him with

everything you’ve got. As His children we are made for

two basic things: To know Him and to make Him know.

We should desire to share Jesus with everyone,
everywhere that we go.

1. What kinds of places do you find yourself
frequently “fishing” in?

methods of evangelism do you think will work best
in the places you find yourself frequently fishing?

3. How can you use stories of successful evangelism

lines in the water?

Closing Remarks:

A strong culture of evangelism is contagious and
exciting. What kind of church do you want to be?

When you invest time, resources, and prayer into

reaching the lost and training your church how to fish

more effectively, you are creating a culture that is built
on reaching your community. No church wants to be a

church that seldom catches fish. Every Sunday should

be a representation of all the fishing done throughout
the week.

Session 2: Put Your Boat In the Water

Key Scriptures:
Matthew 4:18-25; Mark 16:15

Opening Remarks:
Resources, time, and development are foundational for
creating a culture of evangelism, but those things will
be fruitless unless you have a vision. You must have a
clear vision of your mission; a clear vision of how your
congregation and your church can live out the Great
Commission and implement effective evangelism in
your community. Churches with a clear, healthy vision
will grow.

Discussion Questions:

1. What is the vision of your church and how does it
shape the way you are reaching your community?

2. What characteristics do you believe all health
churches personify?

3. How can you get others to buy into the vision
whether they are new believers or lifelong
believers?

Closing Remarks:
Healthy, committed families will be effective at reaching
the lost. Each family is like a boat: Healthy families will
be out in the water, hooking and catching fish
anywhere they go. Unhealthy families are like broken
and leaking boats; until they are repaired, they will be
more focused on staying afloat than catching fish.
Establishing vision, cultivating healthy families, and
providing discipleship through counseling and training
are necessary for every church to grow.

Session 3: Fishing with Many Lines

Key Scriptures:
| Corinthians 9:22-23; Colossians 4:5-6

NOTES:

Opening Remarks:

While vision and passion are integral to see revival in
your church, you still need a good plan. Without a good

plan, you will never get your lines in the water. You

need a plan for one-on-one evangelism, community

evangelism, cyber evangelism, and even a plan for
using billboards, flyers, and newspaper ads. So while

you may not be using all of these methods right now,

having a plan in place for when those efforts become
necessary will ensure your whole church is equipped

and ready to get their lines into the water.

Discussion Questions:

1. How does a good plan only serve to strengthen a
great vision?

2. Of the methods listed, what plans does your church

have in place? What methods still need a plan?
3. For new guests: Where do they park? Where do

they sit? What kind of signage do you have? How

are children checked in? How can you improve or

add in these areas?

Closing Remarks:

No plan is perfect. There will be oversights and gaps,
however, you never have to stop improving as your

church grows. Don't let the idea of not having a perfect

plan stop you from having one at all. Intentionally

thinking and planning for the guest experience will help
to make sure that you don'’t let anyone fall through the

gaps.

Session 4: Addicted to Fishing

Key Scripture:
Luke 14:23; John 4:35-36

Opening Remarks:
We've talked about the importance of Vision.We’ve
talked about the necessity of a great Plan. Now we are
ready to turn your entire church into a church that not
only knows how to fish but a church that has become
addicted to fishing. It may take time, it may take
training, and it may even take seeing those first few
saved, but eventually, fishing will become a culture of
excitement and anticipation.

Discussion Questions:

3. How can hearing the story of one person’s
conversion ignite passion throughout your whole
church? How are you sharing those stories?

Closing Remarks:
If you fish, you will eventually catch someone. While
the first bite may seem difficult to come by, persistence
will allow others to catch the vision, buy into the plan,
and begin fishing for themselves. Celebrate your
guests. Celebrate training milestones. Celebrate the
outpouring of the Holy Ghost and Baptisms. Ultimately,
celebrating the work of God in your church will
encourage others to do the same when they seem Him
at work in their own lives and efforts. If you focus on
being a mission church, you will find yourself part of an
amazing and exciting church family.
